1.) Rule Changes for the 2010-2011 Tournament Season 

- Protest must be submitted in writing within 10 minutes of the weigh-in line is closed 

- In the case of a tie, the big fish weight will be the tie breaker 

*New Rules: 

- Binoculars or other magnifying devices will not be allowed during pre-fishing, tournaments, or any other time associated with participating in any SCTT event. 

-No underwater cameras may be used 

- No communication devices may be used during tournament hours unless there is an emergency elsewhere not pertaining to the tournament. These include: cell phones, marine radios, CB’s etc… 

-You must wear life jacket while on plane using big motor, they do not have to be worn if there's no wake  

2.) Consequences for breaking new life jacket rules are: 

- 1st offense: warning 

-2nd offense: disqualification for that tournament 

3.) As President and Vice President, Melissa and Russell apologized to Capp and gave him the check for first place Sponsor Drive Award he earned at the Classic. Capp accepted apology and check. Capp shook hands with both Melissa and Russell.   The mistake that was appologized for was that the Sponsor Drive Awards were paid out at Classic based on total weight when it was supposed to be paid out based on the Big Fish weight.  Riley & Outlaw returned the portion that was overpaid to them based on the wrong criteria.
